The following official business was transacted:

After Pledge of Allegiance, motion by Jim Hootman to approve minutes. Seconded by Everett Lofftus, motion carried.

Treasurer's report was reviewed by Joe Putrich. Motion was made by Francis

Clark and seconded by Jim Hootman to approve Treasurer's report. Motion Carried.

Dee Zaborac was introduced as representative of New Wellness Clinic at 1037 S. 5th in Canton. This clinic is to help those Fulton County families who do not have insurance and/or need financial help with medical problems. The clinic is manned by volunteers, which include doctors, nurses and people for reception duty. Hours are 1 to 5 p.m. Monday thru Thursday. If anyone wants to donate time or money, contact the clinic during these business hours. Even a couple hours a week as receptionist would be welcome.

Public comment: Kathryn Shaffer has been picking up rocks on her road as there

was a possibility of hitting windshield by other vehicles. Raymond Burgess remarked

about what happened to old culvert that was replaced on Triple Creek Road. The culvert

has not been replaced yet. Joe said a culvert has been installed at Oatman Road

property. Also, county is trying to get a sales tax referendum on ballot of one/half cent or

50 cents on $100. This would be for County Highway 70% and 30% to Township. Also,

Joe said 2 CDs are about due and trustees agreed to roll them over.
Assessor report - County has issued 10 building permits in Putman Township.

The permits include two new houses at Wee Ma Tuk and the rest are additions or repairs.

County to assess properties every four years which is a costly project. Jim updating files

as to total each residential, business and farm property. Re-assessment change will be

coming soon in the Ledger. Residents have 30 days to protest.

Clerk Wilbur McClaughry report - Nothing to report.

Trustees - nothing further to report.

Cemetery Board report - Meeting for this month will be held Labor Day. Don't

know if there will be any change of date because of holiday. Hyatt Road is completed.

Supervisor's Report - General Assistance - one client who has applied for Social

Security. Mold has accumulated on desk so will keep thermostat at 80 degrees and Joe

will clean up desk. Joe needs to get some office supplies such as towels & cleaners. Joe

asked about new clinic donation. After discussion, Francis Clark made a motion to donate $500 from the General Assistance Fund to the new clinic in Canton. Seconded by Jim Hootman. Roll call vote: Francis, yes; Everett yes; Jim, yes. Motion carried. New air

compressor will be classified as equipment by T.O.I, and will be paid for out of building &

equipment Fund.

Allan Woodruff, Highway Commissioner, received about $18,000 Motor Fuel

money which he said should be put in the Road & Bridge Fund. There is enough monies

in Building and Equipment to make grader and truck payments for this year. Trustees refused to initial Road District Bills that were provided by Highway Commissioner. The bills will be paid by Road District Treasurer.

No further business, Jim Hootman moved to adjourn. Seconded by Francis Clark.
